Santa Goes Green Costumes – Ideas 
The Green-house Effect:
(trees)
Svab, Cho, Patey/Newman (66 kids), as well as evergreens (Joevana & Jessica) and Sequoia (Isidora Sfitkas)

In 2008 Hu’s class did this – they made some cool head-trees – will send a picture

Or: Green tag-board tree fronts hung around neck?  These cannot be to cumbersome/wide, as the kids need to use their arms for actions and do tango walking. (I think the head-trees worked better)

Green face paint (what do you think?  Would we have to get parent clearance?)

Any other ideas?

We need about 3 of the kids to be snowmen (see below for costume ideas), 3 to be suntanning elves, and about 3 (+ Rudolph) to be surfing reindeer. I’ll ask who wants the roles next class – likely influenced by standing position.
Suntanning elves: floral beach wear, beach towel(?), sunglasses, a hand fan(?), umbrella drinks (maybe suspended on a string around their neck?)

Surfing Reindeer: sunglasses, beachwear, surfer dude looks (what else?)
Turn Of The Pump:

(reindeer)
Shah, MacKay, Wells & K’s + all Reindeer characters (Rudolph = Brandon Chattha, Vixen – Isaac Verhnjak, Comet = Charlize)

Brown turtlenecks/long sleeved shirts and pants/tights & socks

Red bandannas? – K’s can use cut up red material.

Vests if possible – especially Rudolph
Headband antlers out of brown tag – I think these work better (especially for Ks) as they will be custom fit, and they are lighter, and less likely to fall off)
Rudolph will have to use tag for antlers on his cowboy hat 
Black face paint for the reindeer noses (working LED light for Rudolph)

Any other ideas?

Can one person perhaps do a mock up of antlers and figure out how much tag we need and let Michelle know so she can order it?

Power To The People:
(elves, reindeer, toy soldiers and penguins)
Thoor, Misewich, students from Divs 2-4, Elves, Reindeer & Toy Soldier characters
Elves – red and green, with elf hats and face paint Long sleeved shirts/turtlenecks and pants or tights.   Socks or elf booties for character elves.  These characters usually source out their own stuff.  We had some elf hats in storage at the old SS -  a parent made them a few years ago – they have these neat elf-ears sewn on to the hats!

These are only ideas and I am not attached to them.  Please feel free to create your own elf costumes!  Ideally, except for the character elves (Ella Svab, Kalina, Agnes, William, Siyah, Nicole, Tabeer, & Isabella), the elves should have some kind of uniformity in their costume.  Red and lots of green of course!  Ella, Nicole and Agnes are in the song “We’re Goin’ Green”, so they could start out with a red shirt or combo, but they should end up mostly green by that point in the musical.
Toy soldiers - ?  blue pants, Red tuxedo jackets with a big white “X”, epaulettes, brimmed top hats?  Who knows – am I dreaming?  We have 4 that have speaking roles, the rest could be similar but not quite as decadent…..

Penguins – it would be great to have real penguin costumes….However, maybe white everything with black socks and somehow we can craft the wings and back in black?  They have to walk, talk, and hold protest signs, so they don’t have to be too mobile, although they have to do all of the choreography (arms & hands mostly = riser choreography) for “Merry Christmas”.


























Recycle the Fruitcake:

(any Christmas characters)
Hu, Steves & Au, elves 5, 6&7 (they’ve been re-numbered so I’m not sure), Rudolph, Evergreens 1&2, Vixen & Comet, Toy Soldiers 1&2, Baker elf, snowman & Grandma
Possible characters are snowflakes, candy canes, snowmen, teddy bears, dolls, rag dolls.  Last time the kids wore ‘bibs’ that were royal blue with the recycling sign on them – they looked great!  (Steves – did you do that?)
Grandma – gray wig, dress, glasses and a giant fruitcake! (The role of bringing in the fruitcake last time was done by the “baker elf”, so we don’t need a grandma….)
It’s Our World:
(no new characters – everyone already has a costume)
We’re Goin’ Green:

(anything green)
Chin & Hauser


Hats (I will ordered green hats for everyone as they are used in the choreography)

The teachers (Harman & McCredie added sparkly green garland which looked very festive, and covered up the shamrocks!!!!)

Any kind of green clothing, socks, pants etc.


Possibly green face paint?

It would be really cool if there was a safe sparkly green paint that the kids could rub on their hand so that when they showed the audience their palms (happens often) they would glitter green.  Any thoughts? Sources?

Others not previously mentioned:
Baker elf:
Elf costume with an apron and a chef’s hat?

Snowman:
White cloth with drawstrings at the top and bottom stuffed?  I ordered a black top hat for the last time – don’t know where it is though…..

Rudolph:
Brown, red flashing nose, red neck kerchief and a cowboy hat?  Antlers stuck on the hat (tag paper antlers?)

Santa:
Red santa suit, beard, boots etc. Santa glasses, and a GREEN! Santa suit!!!!!!!
Mrs. Clause:
Red dress, apron, wig, glasses etc., and a GREEN dress!!!!

(She wore a red one last show….would be good if it was green as she knows at the beginning of the show that everyone is ‘going green’, and spends the show trying to convince Santa to go green also.)
